STUDENT TEACHING POLICIES AND AGREEMENT

Please read these policies carefully and sign this agreement.  The agreement must be signed and returned to the Coordinator of Clinical Experiences along with your student teaching application.

1. Applications for SPRING 2013 student teaching must be submitted to X-151 by February 10, 2012.

2. Attendance at your assigned school and at student teacher workshops through Purdue Calumet is mandatory.  Excused absences will be granted only for extreme emergencies.  Attendance is mandatory at the Student Teaching Orientation to be held on Friday, December, 14, 2012.  Failure to attend this orientation may result in the termination of your student teaching semester.

3. Placements for the student teaching assignment will be arranged by the Coordinator of Field Experiences.  You do not select your student teaching site.  Therefore, you must not call or write corporations on your own initiative.  Doing so will jeopardize your placement for student teaching.

4. Placement will not be made in a school district that you have attended or have children, siblings, or other relatives attending or employed.

5. School personnel have a right to interview you before final acceptance for a placement.

6. Once the confirmation agreement is received, placements cannot be changed.  If a student needs to change a placement, the student must wait to student teach until the following semester.

7. You must have completed all your education and major area courses before you begin student teaching.  This includes all of secondary students’ primary and supporting areas.  You may not take any classes during student teaching unless you have prior approval from the Initial Teacher Preparation Office and the Coordinator of Student Teaching.

8. You must pay or have made payment arrangements for your courses before the date on the Registrar’s invoice.  You receive this invoice at the time of registration.

9. During student teaching you will follow the calendar of the school to which you are assigned.  Student teaching is an uninterrupted length of time (approximately 16 weeks) for an entire teaching day.  Dual licensure students will complete two 8-week sessions, one in general education and the other in special education. Purdue University Calumet will set the start and end date when students will officially be expected to begin and complete the student teaching experience.  

10. Student teaching is equivalent to having a full-time job.  Therefore, students are not allowed to work during the student teaching semester.

11. A $100 fee is required for the student teaching semester.  Payment can be made by money order or personal check at the Bursar’s Office.  You must attach the receipt for this fee to your student teaching application. 

12. You are required to contact your Cooperating Teacher to set up an introduction before the official beginning date of student teaching.  At this meeting you will supply the school with any needed information and obtain the start date of your student teaching experience.
